Parental Responsibilities:

1.
Ensure that the student arrives at the lesson on time

2.
Make regular/timely tuition payments (semester or budgeted)

3.
Provide necessary support materials:

A.
A playable instrument in good repair (consult Wendy for new purchases) 

B.
Music—available through Volkwein’s (412) 788-5900, Flute World www.fluteworld.com, or Musik Innovations (412) 366-3631

C.
Provide a music stand, metronome, and quiet place for practice

4.
Create and environment which encourages practicing (30 min. per day for 

beginners; 45 min. per day for intermediates; one-hour+ for advanced).

Student Responsibilities:

1.
Prepare all lessons with sufficient practice

2.
Warm-up prior to lesson time

3.
‘Cancel lessons within the 24 hr. cancellation period (see below)

4.
Bring your instrument and materials to all lessons

5.
Maintain and care for your instrument—take care of needed repairs

Teacher Responsibilities:

1.
Utilize the finest teaching methods, materials, music, and literature available in the areas of warm-ups., scales, etudes, solos, and ensembles

2.
Provide weekly lessons and/or extended group master classes

3.
Encourage music literacy by having students read and write music

4.
Expose the student to the elements of musicianship through the use of:

proper breathing, posture, dynamics, phrasing, tone, intonation, articulation, vibrato, technique, and improvisation

5.
Provide the necessary information and applications to encourage participation in ensembles, festivals, competitions, summer study and recitals

6.
Inform students about flute related events—concerts and recitals

7.
Prepare the student for auditions, competitions, festivals, ensembles and recitals

8.
Train the college-bound student for entrance auditions and exams

Attendance Policies:

Students will receive 14 lessons or related activities for each of the 2 semesters (Fall and Winter). Students who will miss a lesson are requested to cancel with a 24-hour advance notification. The only refunds will be those incurred due to the teacher’s absence. Make-up lessons may be available, but most likely, an extended master class group lesson will be provided at the end of the semester. Holiday Recitals will be counted as a lesson. A short Spring Semester (6-8 weeks) will be customized for each student and will run on a “per-lesson” fee schedule. Summer lessons will be available and scheduled on a “per-lesson” fee schedule.

Tuition:

Payment may be made in full at the opening lesson in the semester, or you may choose to make 4 “budgeted” payments at the first lesson of the month. A billing statement will be sent before the final payment.
